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The horizontal clearances governs above the level of the roof or top of an
installation to the point where the diagonal equals the vertical clearance
requirement. Similarly, the horizontal clearance governs above or below
projections from buildings, signs, or other installations to the point where the
diagonal equals the vertical clearance requirement. From this point the transitional
clearance shall equal the vertical clearance as shown above.
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
